The Sir Process

The SIR process is a simple and widely used
mathematical model in epidemiology to understand
how infectious diseases spread in a population. The
term SIR stands for Susceptible (S), Infected (I), and
Recovered (R), which represent the three main stages
individuals pass through during an epidemic.

In the Susceptible stage, individuals are healthy but vulnerable to infection
because they have no immunity to the disease. When a susceptible person
comes into contact with an infected individual, they may contract the disease
and move into the Infected category. Infected individuals carry the disease
and can transmit it to others. This stage is crucial because the number of
infected people determines how quickly the disease spreads.

After a certain period, infected individuals either recover or are removed from
the chain of transmission. These individuals enter the Recovered stage.
Recovered individuals are assumed to have gained immunity and are no
longer able to spread the disease. In some cases, the "R" category may also
include deaths caused by the disease.

The SIR model uses mathematical equations to describe the rate at which
people move from one category to another. It helps scientists and
policymakers predict the peak of infections, estimate the duration of an
epidemic, and evaluate the impact of preventive measures such as
